Follow-Up

      This addresses the “sustainment” part of BSRF Training.   In every area of Readiness Training, sustainment is a critical piece.  Likewise, couples that complete the 3 phases of training will need follow-up or sustainment training to build upon the positive instruction and training they received.   Some may desire more marriage classes on a regular basis, while others request Parenting Skills Training.  While several couples may identify that they need personalized marriage counseling, others may recognize their need finances and budget training or anger management.  The Graduate Sustainment Training (GST) seeks to identify their need and direct the couple to the specific Community Resource.

     The objective is to capture the success from the quality BSRF training and build on this training by using the Unit, Installation or Community Resources to provide further training.  The Key to an effective follow up assessment is to administer a properly worded evaluation form.   The evaluation provided in the Level III folder identifies specific needs expressed by BSRF Graduates upon completion of Level III.  Some couples want counseling, while others just want to get involved in their Chapel, or renew their religious vows and commitment.

    Every six months the UMT will provide a Semi-Annual Refresher Seminar just for BSRF graduates.  

BSRF graduates also have the privilege to attend any level of a current BSRF training, as available.  For example, if there are several slots open in an upcoming Level 3, BSRF graduates may fall in on this training.

     BSRF graduates have developed new “support groups” during training, which can contribute to unit readiness and become apart of the Unit FRG.  The resources for BSRF Follow-up include the Unit, Installation and Community Agencies that offer specialized training.  The Level 3 Evaluation and Impact Studies can identify sustainment issues that can offer further ongoing training that complements and builds on the BSRF Training.
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
