Chapel Resource:  PWOC Sunday Skit



a new heart
This skit takes place in three scenes.  The first scene is in a doctor's office.  Second in a church and third on a road.  The road should be in the center, between the doctor's office and the church.  Each scene can be done close to the other and have as many or as few props as desired.

Signs:
Cardiologist at Work, New Heart Chapel

Props:
Poster board cutout hearts (make sure they are big enough to be visible)
Doctor's outfit:  Scrubs, or white jacket, clipboard, stethoscope (if possible)
Bible, Gift wrapped packages

Characters:
Sally, a PWOCer needing a heart transplant
Dr. Misdirection, a somewhat eccentric doctor interested in selling hearts for profit
Optional, several women to hold gifts in a row that symbolize life's road

Heart Surgery

Scene One:  Sign indicates “Cardiologist at Work.”  Sally enters the doctor's office somewhat timidly.  Doctor is busy writing on a clipboard.

Doctor:
Hello there.  I'm Dr. Misdirection, what seems to be your problem?
Sally:
It's my heart doctor.  My heart is hurting.  In fact, it seems to be breaking in two at times.  I can't seem to focus.  I flit from one thing to another and I have no purpose for living.  I need a new heart doctor.  Can you help me?
Doctor:
Oh, you've come to the right place!  I have all kinds of hearts for you to choose from.  It just depends… what DO you want to focus on?  It's all about focus and passion my dear.  What are you passionate about?  Because when you are passionate about something, your heart will beat stronger and be able to stay focused.  You look like a motherly sort.  How about this heart?  (Holds up “heart”—can be poster board heart or a pillow type heart some sweet PWOCer made.)  This is model 1AA, commonly called “a mother's heart.”  It will help you focus on your children above all others.  Your job will be second, your husband will be oh, somewhere on the list of your priorities, but certainly not first.  One slight side effect is that you could even lose yourself in the process.
Sally:
What happens to your mother's heart when the children are grown and leave home?
Doctor:
Oh, that.  Well, no heart is perfect, and well, when women have chosen the mother's heart, they do come back from time to time to tell me it is broken.  (Doctor puts that heart aside and picks up another.)  Well, then, what about THIS heart?  It is model 2AB and it is known as the “SF Heart.”
Sally:
Special Forces Heart?
Doctor:
Oh no, my dear, the SF heart is my Success and Fame heart!  With this heart, your passion is success and you will be famous!  Everyone will know your name and your face will be plastered on billboards around the country! You will be good at your job and make a lot of money!  What about it my dear?  Is this the heart for you?
Sally:
What are the side effects?
Doctor:
Side effects, eh?  Well, there is this thing called age.  The SF heart tends to wane as people grow older.  You know how the world craves youth and beauty.  (Doctor looks off distracted and muses….)  Now there's a heart I wish I had to offer… the Fountain of Youth Heart!  Hmmmmm… I'll have to work on that one….
Sally:
(Bringing Doc back to reality.)  Doctor!
Doctor:
Oh, yes, yes, where was I?  The SF Heart! Another possible problem with this heart is that it is very popular.  Yes, very popular indeed.  And because of that, you would have to be determinedly focused on being more successful and more famous than the others with the same type of heart.  To help you with that, for a mere $29.95 extra, you can get a set of fangs with the SF heart! It's a tough heart.  It is not as easily broken as the mother heart.
Sally:
But success and fame can be lost, and then what would happen to my heart?
Doctor:
(Shakes head sadly.)  Well, I'm afraid your heart would be empty.  (Pauses, then becomes excited)  Oh! I know!  (Picks up another heart)  What you need is the LOVE heart!
Sally:
The love heart?  Oh that sounds good!  Maybe the love heart is the one for me!  Please tell me about it!
Doctor:
(Excited to see her interest piqued.)  Well, it just so happens that the love heart is on sale today and today only for an even $2000.  And who says money can't buy me love?  The love heart is passionate about searching for love!
Sally:
Searching for love?  You mean it doesn't GIVE you love?
Doctor:
Oh, no, no, my dear!  With the love heart you are always in search of love!  It is such an adventuresome heart.  It drives you to look in all kinds of obscure places for love!
Sally:
And the side effects?
Doctor:
Well, I have had some patients come back saying they never found what they were looking for.
Sally:
They never found… love?
Doctor:
(Shakes head sadly) I'm afraid not my dear.  (Looks at watch)  Look, my dear, I have hundreds of patients waiting on me and it is obvious that I do not have what you are looking for.  (Begins to shoo Sally out the door)
Sally:
But what do I do?  Where do I go?  I want to be a good mother, I want to have love and I want to have purpose in my life!  Isn't there a heart that can give me more than what you are offering?
Doctor:
Well, you do seem to want it all, don't you?  (Looks off again, distracted)  Now there's a heart I wish I had to offer… the Everything Heart!  Hmmm…
Sally:
Doctor!

Doctor:
(Coming back to reality) O.K., O.K….  Well, I know you are not supposed to help the competition, but you look so pitiful and I do wish I could help you!  I am a good doctor, you know.  Some have told me there is a place on the corner of Transformation and Main where you can find help.  There is a little church there called New Heart.  Some have claimed to be changed after visiting there.  Now, be sure to pay the receptionist on the way out.  Giving out new hearts isn't cheap you know.
Scene Two:  Sally leaves doctor's office and walks to New Heart Chapel. She enters and sits quietly. Her heart is obviously hurting.
Sally:
Oh, my heart is hurting so much. I need a new heart. What do I do?
Sees Bible, picks it up and reads:
Sally:
“Delight yourself in the Lord and He will give you the desires of your heart.”  Wow.  This says I can have the desires of my heart if I delight myself in the Lord.  Take pleasure in God?  I have never really thought about that!  I can joy in God!  I can be satisfied with Him!  But how could this be possible?  (Reads again in Bible)  It says here, “I will give you a new heart and put a new Spirit in you; I will remove from you your heart of stone and give you a heart of flesh.”  (Stands excited and cries out to God)  That's it!  That's what I need!  Oh God, I ask YOU for a new heart!  Help me to delight in You!  Help me to be satisfied in You!  My heart is hard and cold.  Take this heart of stone and through the blood of Your Son, give me the heart of flesh that is soft and tender and responds to You!  Give me a new heart!  (Stands with head bowed for a moment, then, slowly lifts head, smiling, obviously changed.)
Scene Three:  Sally walks out of New Heart Chapel to walk a “road.”  Sally starts her journey with a determined purpose.  As she is walking her path is blocked at different points by people holding gifts.  (If more people are not available, the gifts can simply be in her path.)  As Sally approaches the first gift, the person simply holds it out to Sally, offering it to her, saying nothing.
Sally:
(Standing tall, determined)  I have a new heart!  I am focused on God!  He is my top priority, exalting Him has become my passion and my purpose! He will lead me in the way that I should go.  (Approaches first person with gift who holds it out to her.)  What is this?  What a treasure!  What do I do with it?  (Sally is slowly being led away from her path as she reaches out to take the gift.)  Wait!  No!  I must not choose this treasure!  It looks wonderful, but it will lead me away from my devotion to the Lord.  Oh God, help me to have a heart fixed on You, not the treasures of this world!  (Sally gets back on path and continues to walk.  She is offered another gift.  This time she takes it, looks it over, but remains on the path.)  Oh God, this is a treasure You say that I can keep.  But what do I do with it?  (Sally turns the gift over in her hands.)  I will lay it at your feet!  (Sally raises the gift heavenward as if offering it to God, and then places it on the ground in front of her.  She stands and walks around the gift toward the congregation.  She is standing center stage as she prays boldly.)  Oh God,  You have given me a NEW heart.  You have taken my heart of stone and given me a heart of flesh.  You have given me a DEVOTED heart.  You have caused my heart to be undivided and fixed on You.  You have given me a desire to have YOU as my highest priority, my deepest passion.  I know the road will not be easy.  There will be much in my way that seeks to divert my attention from You.  (Sally motions to the gifts in her path… there could be more gifts in front of her as well as the two she passed.)  But my desire, is to teach my children and all others to devote their heart and soul to seeking You.  You have given me the strength and the desire to do what is pleasing to You.  Right now God, from this day forward, I want You to know that my heart is WILLING.  Willing to go in the direction You have laid out for me, willing to do things on Your terms, not mine, willing to be shaped and formed into the image You have for me.  From this day forward God, I desire to delight in You.  From this day forth God, I surrender all.
End with Sally, arms outstretched, singing the chorus of “I Surrender All.”
Sally:
I surrender all.  I surrender all.  All to Thee, my Blessed Savior, I surrender all.
