See, the word translated as “delight” really means “to be soft and pliable” (those of you who went to Traveling Training remember that).  As I’ve thought about this, I find it’s about submitting to God’s work to make us who He wants us to be.  Giving Him the authority He deserves.  He will not force His authority on us, but patiently waits for us to submit to Him.  





Ask yourself: In what areas of my life am I not soft and pliable to God?  Where have I grown hard & brittle, wanting my own way rather than His?  Can I trust that He will give me the desires of my heart if I just let go?  Scripture says we can trust Him.  And if you’ve trusted Him a little, I’m sure you would agree with me that He has proved Himself faithful.  





As our fall schedules start back up again, life gets busy again (or still) let’s look at all we do through this lens.  Let’s be soft and pliable to God, giving him the authority over our schedules.  I believe this quote is from Beth Moore’s study, Breaking Free, “Any activity that cannot be brought under the umbrella of God’s authority will prove to be a source of turmoil and exhaustion.”  Compare that to our verse for this year: “Delight yourself in the LORD and he will give you the desires of your heart.”  Let’s make the choice to delight – be soft and pliable – it’s actually less work in the long run, and will bring that joy we’re looking for.
