When you think of investing is your first thought money?  Many of us as good stewards of our money we research investments and save for the future.  We invest in vehicles that offer a good rate of return like stocks, bonds, or money markets.  We know that over time if we patiently wait and don’t touch our investment we will reap a larger reward than our original investment.  We see the growth over time.

Do you look at prayer the same way?  Do you take time and invest it with the Father?  Do you study His word to determine which direction He is asking you to invest in?  Do you listen and obey when your Father gives you counsel?  Do you patiently wait on your Father to grow you in His time or do you go forego your investment with Him to seek your own solution because of worry or fear?

“Humble yourselves, therefore, under the mighty hand of God, that He may exalt you at the proper time, casting all your anxiety upon Him, because He cares for you.” 1Peter 5:7.  Our Father desires us to invest our time with Him,  talking to Him, listening to Him, crying out to Him, waiting on Him, and resting in Him.  When you think of the cost of our investment verses the cost of the investment our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ made for us – it is minimal.  However, the return on our investment is enormous:  “love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self-control” Gal 5:22.

If you aren’t currently investing a regular time with your Father in prayer you can start today.  One tool used in training is consistency.  Pick a place and time where you can be alone with the Lord everyday and go there.  Start with an attainable goal like ten minutes.  You may have to be creative based on the season of life that you are in.  For those with small children it may require you to get up even earlier than normal.  For those with children in school it may require the discipline of not answering the telephone when it rings during the day.  For those who are working it may require saying no to some events if they conflict with the time you set aside for Him.  My point is that life is always going to present some obstacles and struggles, but this may be the cost of our investment to make time for Him.  Dare to experience the elation in a life of intimacy by giving Him time and reap the reward of spending time with the Father in Prayer.

 “For this reason also, since the day we heard of it, we have not ceased to pray for you and to ask that you may be filled with the knowledge of His will in all spiritual wisdom and understanding,  so that you may walk in a manner worthy of the Lord, to please Him in all respects, bearing fruit in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of God; strengthened with all power, according to His glorious might, for the attaining of all steadfastness and patience; joyously giving thanks to the Father, who has qualified us to share in the inheritance of the saints in light.
