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Dear PWOC sisters in Christ,





Here we are in the middle of July. The heat rages on in the desert of Tucson, AZ.   From this point until the middle of September is known as ‘the monsoon season.’  No, Tucson is not located in the middle of a tropical island.  Much to my surprise upon moving here last summer, every late afternoon brings storms that suddenly swirl with thunder, lightning and gusting winds.


I’m reminded of the storms that frequently and suddenly formed on the Sea of Galilee during the times of Jesus’ ministry.  Much of his teachings were formed around the wind and the waves as they crashed into boats and onto the land.


Mark 6:45 tell us that, “When evening came, the boat was in the middle of the lake, and he (Jesus) was alone on land.  He saw the disciples straining at the oars, because the wind was against them.  About the forth watch of the night he went out to them, walking on the lake.  He was about to pass by them, but when they saw him walking on the lake, they thought he was a ghost.  They cried out because they all saw him and were terrified.  Immediately he spoke to them, ‘Take courage!  It is I.  Don’t be afraid.”


What strikes me about this verse is how Jesus was watching the disciples struggling to row their boat in the midst of the storm, yet He waited approximately 6 hours to go out them.  Why didn’t He rush right out there to their rescue?  He clearly saw they were in distress.  When I’m in distress, does He often do the same thing?


I believe He does.  Scripture is very clear that God is ever present; He is always watching.  But running to our rescue is done on His terms at a time when He chooses.  


This passage of Scripture also tells us that when Jesus did go out to the disciples, He almost passed them by.  How could he have possibly done that?  Perhaps He was waiting for them to call out to Him.  Notice what happened next.  He immediately spoke to them and told them to not be afraid.


Are you in the midst of a storm today?  Do you feel as thought Jesus is just sitting back, watching you struggle?  Take courage, sweet sisters in Christ!  Know for sure that He is there and at just the right time, Jesus will start walking out to you. When you see Him, call out to him and He will immediately speak to you.

  Delight In The Lord 














THE COLORS:  In the original Hebrew, the word for "delight" used in Psalm 37:4 means "soft, pliable," a concept that is beautifully reflected in the soft pastel hues used in the 2004-5 logo.  The colors worn by the woman represent her mindset as a true worshipper.  She surrenders fully to the Lord, is "pliable" in her relationship with Him, and experiences His transforming power in her life. 


THE WATER:  The living water of the Holy Spirit's presence brings refreshment to the woman in the midst of life's challenges. .  She is focused entirely on the Lord  (emptied of "self"), and the living water fills her to overflowing, flows out of her life (John 3: 37-38) and spills into the lives of others. It is a "river of delights"  (Psalm 36:7-9) that overcomes all obstacles in its path and produces a joy that is founded in the Lord not her circumstances.  


THE HEART: The woman freely offers up her whole heart to the Lord.  She does not look at what she is she is giving up, however, but rather joyfully contemplates all that she has gained: true delight, love, and peace in the Lord. 


THE WOMAN: This woman is very active in her motion and emotion, representing how alive the Spirit is in her life.  Her expression is one of prayerful contentment and inner peace produced by her relationship with her Savior. HE is the "desire of her heart."
